Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –

Citizen’s Participation 
Patty Wilder of the Woodford County Fair Association, Inc. came before the court to request  consideration to renew the Association’s lease of the fairground property for a period of 20 years.  It is the intention of the Association to submit an application for a grant from the Department of Agriculture; however, approval can only be considered if a fair owns the land or has a long-term lease of property of 20 years for capital construction.   County Attorney Alan George stated that further research and discussion would be required at this point due to the fact, statutorily, courts are not allowed to bind successor fiscal courts for periods beyond 10 years unless the lease is for a franchise.  This request will be placed on the following fiscal court agenda to be discussed further.
