REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,302,953.64, less the bill list of $97,928.24, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,776,916.34. 
Standing Committee Reports:   
Personnel Committee - Squire Gardiner gave a brief report from the personnel committee meeting that was recently held to discuss the procedure for hiring and advertising for open positions with the county.  The committee was asked to look at the current policy and make a recommendation to be brought before the court.  The recommendation the committee made is as follows: Announcements for newly established or existing positions should be immediately advertised for all potential candidates by (1) posting a notice for the county’s workforce in a conspicuous place to which all employees have access; (2) posting the position on the county’s website; (3) advertising in a paper of general circulation in the area; and (4) advertising in any other appropriate venue.  Applications will be accepted for a minimum of 16 days from the time the position is approved.
1. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the personnel committee’s recommendation as referenced above regarding the hiring and advertising for newly established or existing positions as presented to the court by Squire Gardiner.

Parliamentary Procedure Committee – Squire Gardiner gave a brief report from the Parliamentary Committee meeting held on May 7, 2013 that was attended by Judge/Executive Coyle, Squire Finnell and himself and Sandra V. Jones, Clerk.    No recommendations were made at this time; however, due to the court’s decision to conduct fiscal court meetings by the guidelines of Robert’s Rules of Order, it was the general consensus of the committee to implement certain procedures that would allow the court meetings to be conducted in a more efficient manner.  A work session will be held prior to the following fiscal court meeting, which is May 28th at 6:30 p.m., to receive the court’s input on the suggested revisions to the fiscal court proceedings.  
Citizen’s Participation
Don Vizi, Executive Director of the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce, informed the court the Chamber will be hosting the Twilight Festival on August 17th, and an executive committee is being formed to organize and facilitate the festival.  Additionally, a forum for the State Representative seat that was recently vacated by Carl Rollins is in the planning stages, along with an Art Auction, the Chamber’s Golf Tournament and Business After Hours program.  
Department Heads 
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith – requested permission to purchase a mini-bulldozer from State Sales Surplus in Frankfort for $9,500 with funds that were allocated in the Road Department’s budget for salt.  The equipment could be used along with the skid steer to grade roadside ditches, clean out culverts, and cut through trees with minimal disturbance.  
2. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the request made by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to purchase a mini-bulldozer from State Sales Surplus in Frankfort for $9,500 with funds that were allocated in the Road Department’s budget for salt.

Smith reported to the court the county roads that will be paved this year:  a portion of Big Sink from essentially the Gaffney property out to Williams Lane, the portion of Williams Lane that has not been paved, Hedden Road, some patch repair along Big Sink from north of Williams Lane  to Old Frankfort Pike, Huntertown Road in front of St. Leos, and Watts Ferry Road from Clifton Road to Hippe Agee.  In the subdivisions:  Ashley Place, Beaver Park, Cambridge Court, Falcon Road, Foxborough Court, Kulhman Court, Otter Court, Parkside Drive and a portion of Quail Run in Stonegate, and Normandy Circle and Normandy Road in Hunters Ridge/Charmil Subdivisions.  In the Colony, Berlin Drive, Scarborough Drive, Winn Road and Yorkshire Court in Paddock, and Westwood Court and Westridge Court in Charmil.  These roads were selected either by how long it has been since they have been paved and/or a grading that is used.  
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith requested approval of the following road material bids.

Director Slugantz informed the court that the company the county has used in the past to contract an emergency alert notification system is no longer in business.  Consequently, a meeting was held on this date with Judge Coyle, Squire Gardiner, Police Chief Wilhoit, Steve Tracy, Deputy Director Drew Chandler and himself to discuss an alternative system that would benefit all parties.  A meeting would be arranged with the appropriate agencies to investigate the possibility of joint funding for a potential cost of between $16,000 and $25,000.  Approval was requested by Director Slugantz to move forward to research the issue of locating an appropriate emergency alert notification system that would benefit the entire county and bring this information back to the court at a later date.  
5. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made by Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz, to research the issue of locating the most beneficial emergency alert notification system that would serve all Woodford County and bring this information back to the court at a later date.

Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reported that the Woodford County Heritage Committee has approved the events that were submitted for the court’s review at a previous fiscal court meeting, and the event schedule is accessible on the Jack Jouett House website, as well as five other tourism websites.  Revolutionary Kid’s Day is scheduled for July 27 and Frontier Days for the Woodford County Schools is scheduled for October 3 and 4.  Additionally, the Horsey Hundred 2013 Bluegrass Cycling Club has requested one of their rest stops be stationed at the Jack Jouett House on May 25 which will bring an enormous number of visitors that day

Economic Development Authority Chair, Brad McLean informed the court their efforts continue to be focused on business retention and expansion and further details will be revealed in the near future.  Regarding the Midway Station property, a meeting is scheduled tomorrow with the developer, Dennis Anderson, to discuss any movement on that property and the upcoming contract that expires the end of the year.  In reference to the Uniquely Woodford initiative, the video has been shot and will be used for economic development purposes.  Lastly, the next EDA meeting will be held on May 31st due to Memorial Day holiday.   
Woodford County Jailer, John Jones presented the court with two quotes, one from Overhead Door Company ($9,257.00) and one from Bicknell Door Company ($8,981.00), to replace the broken sallyport door on the Woodford County Detention Center that was not repairable.  Jailer Jones made a recommendation to replace both doors, using Overhead Door Company, which proves to be cheaper to replace the second door if it is done now rather than later. One of the factors in recommending Overhead Door Company that is $230 higher on their quote  is the two week delivery vs. four weeks from Bicknell Door Company.  
6. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by Woodford County Jailer, John Jones, to purchase two sallyport doors for the Woodford County Detention Center from Overhead Door Company at the price of $9,257.00.

While Jailer Jones was present, County Attorney Alan George updated the court on the status of the lawsuit whereby the Big Sandy Correctional Facility in Johnson County has brought suit in small claims court with the Johnson County District Court against 12 county detention centers of the Commonwealth, one of which is Woodford County Detention Center.  Big Sandy billed these counties for holding an inmate in Johnson County who was arrested from a warrant from another county.  The county attorneys for nine of these counties appeared before the Johnson County District Court to have their Motions to Dismiss heard, including the Woodford County Attorney.  The Judge gave Johnson County 30 days to respond to our Motion to Dismiss after which we have 30 days to file a response of memorandum.  An report will be given to the fiscal court in the next three months as to the final order rendered by the Johnson County District Court.

Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the Orders of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of April 23, 2013 and the Special Fiscal Court Meeting of April 25, 2013. Hearing none, they stood approved as submitted.

Discussion of Parking Issue.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that the sign that distinguished the Judge’s parking space was removed from county property. Squire Brown – stated that District 7 is working on Mundy’s Landing and KY 33 by putting a stop sign up and marking the lines better so there will be increased visibility going toward Mundy’s Landing.  

County Attorney Alan George -  informed the court of a scheduling conflict that has been created by the Special Election being held on June 25, 2013, the same day of the 7:00 p.m. regular fiscal court meeting.  Due to his obligation of being on the Election Board and the polls closing at 6:00 p.m., he would not be able to leave the clerk’s office until all votes are counted.  Also, Assistant County Attorney, Phyllis Mattingly, is scheduled to be out of town on this date.
