APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Public Hearing for the Local Government Economic Assistance Funds (LGEA) and County Road Aid Funds (CRA) and Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of July 9, 2013.  Hearing none, the minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,626,037.54, less the bill list of $707,130.37, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $490,798.11. 

Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court of the replacement of a surge protector at the football stadium due to a lighting strike.  The shipment of the unit and installation was less than $2,000.  This decision was made for the purpose of keeping the equipment at the stadium safe.  Secondly, Director long requested permission to replace a couple of windows at Ambulance Station No. 1.  The two bids received were $975 and $845.69.

Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark informed the court of the most popular exhibit at the Jack Jouett House Visitor’s Center is the cases of artifacts that were recovered when the house was restored and also in subsequent digs.  A professional archeologist and member of the Woodford County Heritage Committee, Nicolas Laracuente, is embarking on a community based archeology project to locate the Jack Jouett distillery.  
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court of the progress that has been made with the clean-up at 140 Old Clifton Road.  A total of 12 vehicles have been removed with assistance of the Road Department.  The county has incurred approximately $1,200 of clean-up expense to date. Sheriff Wright told the property owner to chose which vehicles he wants to bring up to license standards and the remainder of the vehicles will be sold and the fees owed the county for clean-up expenses will be deducted from the sale of those vehicles.  The property owner has requested for Sheriff Wright to give him 30 days to clean-up the property himself, which was granted.  However, Sheriff Wright will be making a visible inspection of the property throughout this 30 day period to monitor how this property owner is progressing.  Judge/Executive Coyle requested a report be given to the court in 30 days.

Discussion of the Emergency Management Interlocal Agreement.  Judge/Executive Coyle offered the opportunity for the court to address the issues that recently became apparent regarding the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the county and the Cities of Midway and Versailles, more specifically the approximate $1,700 deficit that was not paid by the City of Versailles for Emergency Management Services as outlined in the February 17, 2009 Interlocal Cooperation Agreement.  The Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz, informed the court that he had provided the City of Versailles with a draft of what he anticipated the fiscal court would approve as his final budget.  In fact, his final budget reflected an insurance increase, and the final budget was subsequently sent to the City of Versailles.  In his opinion, Director Slugantz stated the reason for the approximate $1,700 shortage was because the total budgeted amount was based on the draft budget and not the final draft that was submitted. Judge/Executive Coyle stated that this issue will be discussed at the next fiscal court meeting.  
Approval of the Safety Circuit Rider Program.  
6. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the free Safety Circuit Rider Program designed to provide technical assistance for improving the safety of rural, low-volume roads that specifically targets reduction in roadway departure crashes, reduction of crashes at intersections, and improves pedestrian safety.
