REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,890,726.43 less the bill list of $62,991.26, less the additional bill list of $48,384.27, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,379,350.90.  
Treasurer Wilson reported the banking proposal bids were mailed yesterday with notification to the banks they have two weeks to respond to be in compliance with the bidding process.    
Standing Report  - 
Squire Craig stated on behalf of the committee that was formed to research the purchase of a new heater for the Recycling Center that one of the heaters that was being considered has been eliminated.  They have contacted a representative from a company that sells waste oil heaters and made arrangements to meet with him to review the options with this company.

Department Heads
Jailer, Gary Gilkison submitted the proposed budget for the Woodford County Detention Center to the court for review and requested this 2010-2011 year end budget be accepted into the record.  (Attachment) 
Maintenance Director, David Long.  Long stated that since he was asked last year not to spend any money on landscaping, and requested permission from the court to mulch around the courthouse and annex in the next few weeks.

To minimize the impact on the public, Johnson explained that he would advertise in advance that the Recycling Center would be closed on that Saturday so the paving job in that area could be completed and would have time to set before re-opening on the following Monday morning.

Proposed County Road Aid Cooperative Contract and Resolution for Fiscal Year 2011.  County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, stated the Resolution involves the initial 60% apportionment to the county of its total allocation based on revenue estimates supplied by the Office of State Budget Director, less three (3) percent set aside for the county road department for maintenance of county roads.  For the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2010, this amount is $357,181.00.  
14.  A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve the execution of the Resolution, which authorizes and directs Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the County Road Aid Cooperative Contract between the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet and the Woodford County Fiscal Court for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2010 in the amount of $357,181.00.   (Attachment)

Presentation from Bruce Simpson regarding Tax Increment Funding (TIF).  Judge/Executive Coyle referenced a letter of request from the Mayor of Versailles and counsel for the Rubloff Group, Bruce Simpson, to participate in a joint work session with the City of Versailles.  Following lengthy discussion about this joint work session being conducted as a work session for the purpose of getting the fiscal court and Treasurer’s questions answered in lieu of a public hearing, the decision was made by the court to proceed by holding a work session on Tuesday, March 30, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Woodford County Courthouse, 2nd Floor Courtroom.
Bruce Simpson appeared before the court with the Chief Operating Officer of the Rubloff Group, Zach Knutson, and John Farris and Casey Bolton of Commonwealth Economics.  Simpson explained Tax Increment Financing (“TIF”) as one of the mechanisms that the Kentucky General Assembly adopted by legislation approximately three years ago and has been around the country in other jurisdictions, states, and municipalities for years; for the State of Kentucky, it has only been applicable to Louisville and multi-million dollar projects.  TIF applies to property that has not been successful, such as the property at Versailles Center.  Simpson stated that in order for Rubloff to qualify for approval of this TIF program and be reimbursed for their investment, they would be required to spend $20 million dollars.  After the infrastructure is paid for by Rubloff and the money is coming in from the stores, then the infrastructure component can be repaid over a period of 20 years with the retail sales and net profit taxes generated from that site.  With the county’s participation, Simpson stated the chances of being approved for the TIF program at a state level are significantly enhanced.  The City of Versailles has adopted their first reading contingent upon the county participating in the same fashion as the City.  
Simpson reported the Kentucky Statutes that govern the TIF process require that if another political jurisdiction, be it city or county, wants to participate in a TIF program, a letter of intent shall be submitted within 30 days of the public hearing, which was held by the City of Versailles on March 4, 2010, expressing the county’s intention to participate.  Simpson further explained this letter of intent is not a binding commitment, but if the fiscal court determined that TIF was appropriate and the fiscal court’s vote was favorable to participate, an ordinance would have to be adopted to that effect.  
15. A motion was made by Steve Barnett and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the issuance of the Letter of Intent addressed to Mayor Fred Siegelman, City of Versailles, stating that the Woodford County Fiscal Court wishes to express its intention to participate in the proposed Tax Increment Financing (“TIF”) application that has been filed with the City of Versailles by the Rubloff Company for the Versailles Center subject to the Woodford County Fiscal Court investigating the merits of such participation and making a final decision about whether to participate.   (Attachment)
