Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,740,773.13, less the bill list of $153,605.79, less payroll of $219,733.62, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, with an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,938,600.21.  
Additionally, Treasurer Wilson requested approval for Judge/Executive Coyle to execute all loan documents required to procure the lowest fixed rate loan available for the recently purchased 2012 demo ambulance for a five (5) year term, which is from KACo.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that a federal grant, Severe Repetitive Loss Grant, in the amount of $900,000 is available to be used for buying flood prone properties.  Director Slugantz requested approval to apply for this 100% federal grant that would be used to purchase seven homes located in flood zones such as Buck Run, Clifton, Lower Clifton and Shoreacres. This grant would be facilitated by Woodford County Emergency Management with the stipulated process of working within a thirty (30) day time period for each home and all grant money to be utilized over an eighteen (18) month period of time.

· Saturday, May 10th at 2:00 p.m. is the Archeology Detectives Discovering Clues tour.  There will be a walking tour guided by Nick Laracuente, the archeology project director.  

 Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright announced that the absentee voting machines will be open for voting in the county clerk’s office on May 2nd.  The courthouse will officially become a polling precinct, so no signage will be allowed within 300 feet of the courthouse during hours of operation Monday through Friday.  The exception of signage, such as bumper stickers or magnetic signs on a vehicle, is that this does not apply to citizens who are parked inside 300 feet of the courthouse for the purpose of conducting business.

Further, this letter stated although they have had a very aggressive plan of action, the new Food Pantry building will not be completed by the lease termination date.  Since this mission affects so many families in Woodford County and the projected date of completion originally was prior to the lease termination date of May 31, 2014, the Task Force wanted to report this most recent update to the fiscal court.  Even though every effort has been made to locate an alternate site for the clients of the Food Pantry so there would be no lapse in services, no suitable site has become available.  The updated completion date of this project is now August 29, 2014.

ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
Squire Craig – informed the court that he had met with Fazi Sherkat, an engineer from the Department of Transportation, District 7, who verified the stop light at the intersection of US 341 and Leestown Road has been approved.  There will be two message boards placed in this area to alert motorists this intersection will be changing.   
County Attorney, Alan George reported that he recently heard from the fiscal court’s counter-offer to Windstream Communications in reference to alleged property damage on Hedden Road for an incident that took place on August 24, 2011.  JNR Adjustment Company has chosen not to accept the fiscal court’s $400 offer of settlement on behalf of Windstream.  George will report back to the court with further developments.  
Also, George informed the court that the City of Versailles did respond to the fiscal court’s open records requests regarding city annexations, and the copies of their response were delivered in a timely fashion by City Attorney, Bill Moore.  Out of the five separate requests made by the fiscal court, four requests were with regard to the actual annexation ordinances and one was with regard to the start dates for the taxing as it relates to those annexations. The responses that were provided are copies that were filed with the Secretary of State, along with a cover letter from the City Clerk addressed to Kandie Adkinson of the Secretary of State’s Land Division Office making reference that copies were also provided to the County Clerk, the Planning and Zoning Commission, and to the Property Valuation Administrator.  However, there were no date, timed-stamped copies included in the responses to prove these same annexation ordinances, legal descriptions and maps were filed in the Woodford County Clerk’s office. With regard to the specific annexation ordinances that related to Request No. 4, annexation documentation for the Huntertown and Southside Schools, the fiscal court was only provided with correspondence between the City of Versailles and the Secretary of State’s Land Office Division.  This correspondence related to a dispute over a survey, and as a result, the actual annexation ordinance has not been accepted for filing in the Secretary of State’s office, which is a prerequisite to the finalization of the annexation prior to taxation being levied.  The final request, Request No. 5, was a request for the City of Versailles to provide documentation to verify the beginning date(s) of taxation for each of the ordinances stated in Request Nos. 1-4.  This information was not included in the responses; however, the fiscal court clerk was told by the clerk of the City of Versailles this information was forthcoming.  
Judge/Executive Coyle – addressed letters that were included in the court packets to be reviewed from the following :

· the Administrative Office of the Courts regarding reimbursement for janitorial maintenance services to be standardized statewide beginning July 1, 2014;

· Comcast Corporation notifying Woodford County that Time Warner Cable is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Comcast Corporation;
