REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson stated she would be giving a financial report as of September 30, 2008 since the state was not able to post for the month of October.  Treasurer Wilson reported receipts of $198,487.56, minus disbursements of $159,704.57, minus payroll of 10/16/08 of $194,284.09, minus the $400,000.00 certificate of deposit, minus the Falling Springs grant of $500,000.00. This leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $309,689.06.   Treasurer Wilson stated the $500,000.00 certificate of deposit was cashed since the last court meeting.  In addition to the financial report, Treasurer Wilson distributed an addendum report that reflected an overview of the June 30, 2008 fiscal year that reported receipts and disbursements by department.  (Attachment)
The last item reported by Treasurer Wilson was her request to pay the IRS Notice of Penalty for late payment from the fourth quarter in 2007 in the amount of $716.12.

County Engineer, Buan Smith gave an update on the widening project on Cummins Ferry Road by reporting the Road Department is two-third’s finished, and that he will be getting the contractor to put down the final surface cover on the first half of the road soon; they will come back in the fall to do some work on the sides.  
Regarding the Jack Jouett House, Buan Smith reported that when the inspector from the state came to perform his final inspection, he retracted the temporary occupancy permit due to the foundation being laid on clay instead of the intended rock.  When the temporary occupancy permit was issued, the inspector expressed his concerns in reference to wood shims being used on top of concrete blocks piers instead of a steel plate.  After lengthy discussion of how these issues could be rectified, the court advised Buan Smith to contact the inspector and request a list of the items required in order to pass inspection and receive an occupancy permit.   
Buan Smith presented an estimate to the court to complete the Falling Springs Skid Pad project for CAPP in the amount of $125,115.11.  Smith explained that he had been approached by Mike Murray, of the Versailles Police Department, inquiring about how much it would cost to complete the skid pad that was started in September of 2004 for CAPP (Community Accident Prevention Program) whereby students are taken to a driving course and placed into specially equipped vehicles where they are provided hands on instruction in off-road recovery techniques as well as recovering from a skid.  The CAPP Program also includes the curriculum of the State Graduated Licensing Program.  
Smith explained although it was never put in writing at that time, the agreement was that if the county forces would do the work with the police, the city would pay for the materials, which would be the dense grade rock for the base, the asphalt, and the cost to run water out there on the back side of the county park.  The only thing left to complete this project is to supply the waterline and asphalt to make it a hard surface, and based on the current price index for asphalt, it would cost $125,000.00.  Smith reported in his written summary of county expenses that the county has spent $117,089.75 by providing the millings, the man hour cost, and equipment cost.  Judge/Executive Coyle recommended a three panel committee be formed to meet with the Versailles City Council to inquire about cost sharing for the completion of this CAPP Skid Pad Project.  This committee is comprised of Squires Dotson, Webber, and Brown.  (Attachment)
Recycling, Wade Johnson reported on the bids received for the clean-up of the Hanley Lane dump site.  Three individuals or companies received bid packages, two were turned in, and one was ruled ineligible due to the lack of a bid bond.  Johnson announced the bid received from Evergreen Environmental was accepted in the amount of $14,985.00.  This clean-up will be primarily financed or funded by a state grant of $15,000.00 with a 25% match or in kind.  Johnson stated that he and county engineer, Buan Smith, have discussed the need to put a ramp at the intersection of Hanley Lane and McCracken Pike so this company can access the site with their equipment.  The in kind service will be expended by disposing what comes out of this dump site up to the value of 25% of $15,000.00 (approximately $3,750.00).  As previously discussed, Johnson reminded the court this is the second time the state has helped the county clean-up this dump, and all future clean-ups will be solely the responsibility of the county.  (Attachment)
2. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve Recycling, Wade Johnson, to proceed with the clean-up of the Hanley Lane dump site by utilizing the state grant of $15,000.00 with a 25% match or in kind.

Sheriff Wright reported an upcoming fund raising event for Cops for Kids.  This is a haunted house that will be held at 125 Lexington Street, the old Bacon Theater, on October 24th, 25th, 31st and November 1st.

Request from Restaurant Owners of Versailles and Midway – nine restaurant owners from Midway and Versailles signed a petition for a license permitting the sale of alcohol by the drink in their restaurants on Sundays from 1:00 p.m. until midnight.  This petition was given to Squire Craig to present to fiscal court three weeks ago.
The owner of The Black Tulip in Midway, Bill Vandendool, attended the fiscal court meeting and stated that he thought the restaurant owners should be entitled to have the possibility of serving drinks on Sunday in case you want to go out to dinner and be served a bottle of wine.  Vandendool stated the petition signed was a request for Sunday alcohol sale by the drink, as well as beer, and it is up to the fiscal court to make this decision because Midway is a 5th Class city.
County Attorney Alan George gave an overview of the comprehensive regulatory ordinance the fiscal court adopted in 2003 for the sale of alcoholic beverages Monday through Saturday.  As mentioned, since Midway is a 5th class city, the county adopted this ordinance for Midway and the Versailles City Council did the same thing for the Versailles restaurants by adopting their own comprehensive regulatory ordinance.  Alan George further stated there ought to be deference to the City of Versailles to determine whether or not they are interested in also exploring this issue, but the hope would be that neither Versailles nor Midway would have an advantage over the other.  The parameters to be considered are:  (1) is this for the Sunday alcohol sale by the drink; (2) is this for the Sunday alcohol sale of beer only; (3) what specific hours would be set for the sale of alcohol on Sundays; (4) since the permit fee to sell alcohol on Sunday can be as much as $300.00, what amount will be set for the permit fee; (5) will the Sunday alcohol sale be limited to restaurants, or extended to retail liquor package stores; (6) any business that has a license to sell beer and an ordinance is adopted for Sunday sales, that means beer can be sold and consumed on the premises.  
Two interested citizens attended and offered their point of view on the sale of alcohol on Sunday.  The owner of the Blue Whiskey Store, Carol McDonald, attended the fiscal court meeting and stated that she is not opposed to what the restaurant owners are doing, but if it is fair for the restaurants to sell alcohol on Sunday, it is fair for them (liquor stores).  Curtis Savage of Midway stated that he thought it was a normal request for people who prefer to have a drink or glass of wine with their dinner, and it is an opportunity we should all have by the drink.
Judge/Executive Coyle made the recommendation to give the Versailles City Council the opportunity to make their decision and place this issue on the agenda for the November 12, 2008 fiscal court meeting at 5:30 p.m. so all questions can be answered before any decisions are made by the fiscal court.  
Request from Linda Combs for funding for Christmas Parade – a request was made by Linda Combs for the fiscal court to fund $3,000.00 for the annual Christmas parade.  Combs provided a list of parade expenses for 2007 that reflected $6,004.74 spent, the fiscal court contributed $2,500.00, and the City of Versailles contributed $5,000.00.  Several questions were posed to Linda Combs from the court about the remaining funds from the 2007 expenditures for the purpose of justifying any expenditure above the cost.  It was further explained accounting would need to be provided before an additional appropriation could be made to this particular funding request.  Linda Combs stated that she would request documentation from the Versailles City Clerk to verify how these funds were spent and return to the next fiscal court meeting with said accounting.  
Linda Combs also requested the courthouse be open the day of the parade, December 6th, from noon until after the parade, which is approximately 8:00 p.m. 
12. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to have the courthouse open on December 6th, the day of the 2008 Christmas parade, from noon until 8:00 p.m.

Judge/Executive John Coyle  
Judge/Executive Coyle announced Osram Sylvania’s invitation to their ribbon cutting ceremony for their new production line that makes Sylvania the first lighting company in North America to produce energy efficient T5 florescent lamps.  It is scheduled for October 20th from 1:00 to 2:30 p.m. and all magistrates were invited to attend.
The second item reported on by Judge/Executive Coyle was there were no items of non-compliance found by the Department of Corrections during the inspection of the Woodford County Detention Center performed on September 30, 2008.  
Thirdly, Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he and Mayor Siegleman had met with LexTran recently, and LexTran’s proposal to the Woodford County Fiscal Court was $82,000.00 for two trips in the morning and two trips in the evening, five days a week.  LexTran stated they would reduce their proposed amount if the trips were cut down to just one trip in the morning and one in the evening, but they would like to try the two-trip per day option for a six month trial period first.  In the meantime, Mayor Siegleman talked with Bluegrass ADD about using their small bus that transports senior citizens, the community action van, as an alternative.  Comparisons of LexTran’s proposal and the proposal submitted by Bluegrass ADD will be made with a follow-up report at the next fiscal court meeting.
Lastly, Judge/Executive Coyle reported that he had forwarded the letter that he received from the Office of the Governor, Department of Local Government to the members of the Cemetery Preservation Board.  This letter announced the reopening of the Kentucky Cemetery Preservation Program that issues grants for the restoration and maintenance of non-profit cemeteries which do not receive perpetual care funds.  Judge/Executive Coyle encouraged the board to apply for Woodford County’s portion of these funds.  (Attachment)
County Attorney – Alan George

County Attorney Alan George stated that he would prepare an outline of considerations regarding the Sunday sale of alcohol at restaurants for the court to review prior to this issue coming before the court on November 12, 2008.  
Also reported by Alan George, he referenced the memorandum from Assistant County Attorney, Phyllis Mattingly, stating an order was entered into the Woodford County Fiscal Court v. Jackson case reducing the judgment.  The issues remaining are (1) whether or not they appeal thirty days from the date of entry of this order; and (2) whether or not the court wishes to include the other two tracts in an attempt to fully and finally resolve this issue.  (Attachment)
For the last item, Alan George reported that Judge/Executive Coyle has been in discussion with an appraisal company about performing an appraisal on the stadium for further discussions with the school board.  This appraisal company submitted an engagement letter with a fee of $1,500.00 for the performance of a restrictive appraisal on the stadium.  Alan George stated that the school board had their own appraisal done using a standard cost approach.  Because the stadium is a particularized, specialized property, Alan George recommends an appraisal is done for the county that would more fairly represent the actual value by what it would cost today to build that stadium and then allow for the appreciation.  The county’s appraisal needs to take into account the fact the school board would be getting the benefit of a parking lot and easement to and from the stadium.  The decision of the court was to take no action until the school board expresses an interest in the stadium by reporting their decisions made in their recent long-range planning session.
