APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of August 27, 2013.  Hearing none, both sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,404,687.23, less the bill list of $73,361.06, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,648,224.35. 

Maintenance Director, David Long requested permission on behalf of the City of Versailles to have the courthouse open on December 7, 2013 for the Christmas Parade.

Director Long informed the court of the need to epoxy and paint the floors and walls of the animal section of the Animal Control building because there is hardly any paint on the walls and a moisture barrier is needed to prevent deterioration. Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel reported that plans are progressing well in preparation for the franchise single-stream operation in December.  The recycling bins will be distributed during a scheduled route pick-up; a recycling bin will be left as the actual pick-up is made.  Additionally, the bins and 65 gallon waste wheelers (for a rent charge of $3.25 per month) will be available for the public to pick up at the Recycling Center.  If a citizen wants to use their own container, they may take it to the Recycling Center to have the recycling symbol spray painted on the container or they can designate the container themselves.  Many different options are offered to satisfy the public.  
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith made a request to the court to consider approval of the purchase of a excavator due to there being a $5,000 difference in the purchase price from the time approval was granted six months ago.  The two bids received are: Link-Belt excavator at $104,986 and John Deere excavator at $95,000.

Judge/Executive Coyle explained that a letter of support addressed to the Director of the White House Office of National Drug Control Policy, R. Gill Kerlikowske, was requested by the Versailles Police Department from the fiscal court to request that Woodford County be designated a High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (“HIDTA”).  This designation would result in Woodford County receiving additional federal resources that would assist the county government and law enforcement agencies to help reduce drug trafficking and its harmful consequences.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:
Squire Dotson – made a request to County Engineer, Buan Smith, to write a letter of request to the Transportation Cabinet, Department of Highways, District 7 to install an arrow indicating a turning lane at the Montgomery Avenue and South Main Street intersection so the flow of traffic is not stopped for a vehicle turning left onto Montgomery Avenue from South Main Street. 
County Attorney Alan George – provided a briefing of the recent meeting of the Interim Joint Committee for Natural Resources and the Environment held on September 5, 2013 that included members of both the State House of Representatives and the State Senate regarding a natural gas liquids pipeline proposed by a joint venture of Williams Company and Boardwalk Partners, called the "Bluegrass Pipeline" project.
The first group that was heard was the pipeline representatives of Williams and Boardwalk who stated they plan to spend somewhere between $30,000,000 and $50,000,000 to acquire property rights from landowners who are in the path of the proposed natural gas liquids pipeline.   Senator Robin L. Webb of Senate District 18 chastised these pipeline partners for entering landowners’ property to survey their land without receiving permission from the landowners.  Further, Senator Webb wanted to make sure the public understands this company is required to get permission from each landowner before entering a landowner’s property, and this is the only way this company will be considered a good community partner.  The pipeline company admitted they should not be practicing this procedure and represented they would no longer do so.  
Williams and Boardwalk stated once again they believe they have the power of eminent domain, but they only invoke this power when they have to clear title.  The Secretary for the Energy and Environment Cabinet made the statement that their general counsel had determined the pipeline partners do not have the power of eminent domain, and their counsel would be submitting a letter to all the members of the legislative committee to that effect.  The follow-up testimony was given by a representative of the Public Service Commission who said our current statutes have no role in  regulating this project under Kentucky law.  In summary, the opinion given was that the pipeline partners do not have the power of eminent domain, and there are few regulatory measures in place based on our current statutes.  During the next legislative session of 2014, the legislatures will attempt to make it abundantly clear that the power of eminent domain does not exist, and they may try to put some regulatory measures in place.  In closing, Tom Fitzgerald, Director of the Kentucky Resources Council, Inc., made a request that during the next legislative session a citing board,  the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (COE), would require a comprehensive Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for the entire Bluegrass Pipeline project (including the existing gas line to be repurposed, since there will be some new construction associated with that portion of the line). 
It was indicated by the Interim Joint Committee on Natural Resources and the Environment that follow-up meetings will be held.  

Lastly, County Attorney Alan George addressed the September 9, 2013 memorandum received by the Kentucky Attorney General regarding another required distribution to be made by the fiscal court clerk of the most recent revision made to the Open Meetings and Open Records Act due to the following amendment as follows:  “On June 25, 2013, HB 54, amending KRS 61.820(1) and 61.840, took effect.  KRS 61.820(1), relating in part to meeting locations, now provides that ‘[i]n considering locations for public meetings, the agency shall evaluate space requirements, seating capacity, and acoustics.’  KRS 61.840, relating in part to meeting room conditions, now provides that an agency must provide meeting room conditions which, insofar as feasible, allow effective public observation of its meetings ‘including adequate space, seating, and acoustics.’”  
Judge/Executive Coyle – stated the Woodford County Library 2013 Kentucky Annual Report of Public Libraries has been submitted to the court for their review, of copy of which was included in their court packet. 
As a follow-up to the court’s vote to use grant funds to make needed repairs on the façade of the Woodford County Courthouse, Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court a replica of the Woodford County Seal will be presented to the court for final approval at the following fiscal court meeting. 
14. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Gary Finnell to adjourn the meeting.
