Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of May 14, 2013 and the Special Meeting of June 5, 2013.   Hearing none, these minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,784,955.95, less the bill list of $158,784.25, less the certificate of deposit of $428,109.06, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,198,062.64. 

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz requested permission to promote Deputy Johnny Mills from volunteer status to a part-time Emergency Management Deputy position.

Jack Jouett House Director, Janice Clark reported to the court the Woodford Herbalist Club has completed the planting of their period correct herb garden and the signage is to be installed this weekend.  The brochure boxes have been purchased and mounted; receipts for the expenses of this project have been submitted to the Woodford County Conservation District for reimbursement in accordance with the grant requirements. The Heritage Committee has appointed a Curriculum Committee that will explore ways to market the Jack Jouett House to more school groups.  Presently, onsite programs are being created for out-of-county school groups along with a Junior Jouett Club for Woodford County children who will probably meet quarterly.  Lastly, Director Clark presented the court with a $331.92 check for donations, catalogue sales, and a $150 donation received from the Bluegrass Cycling Club in appreciation for allowing the Horsey Hundred rest stop at the Jack Jouett House.  
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court of recent complaints received in his office regarding political signs in residential areas.  Planning and Zoning restricts political signs larger than 2 x 2 or 4 square feet being placed in residential areas as indicated on the map that is accessible to the public.  Additionally, only one sign per candidate and/or ballot issue per lot is allowed.  The Planning and Zoning Ordinance stipulates that a property owner has five (5) days to remove a sign that is not in compliance.  
Sheriff Wright addressed the property at 145 Old Clifton Road that is in violation of the Abandoned Vehicle Ordinance (Woodford County General Regulations; ABANDONED VEHICLES, §92.35) and Weeds Ordinance (Woodford County General Regulations; WEEDS §§92.15-92.22)  by stating his office has made numerous attempts to notify the property owner by registered mail that he is in violation, and this property owner chooses to ignore the request to clean up this property.  As evidenced in the pictures distributed by Sheriff Wright, there are several vehicles that can easily be towed that are parked on the street; however, several vehicles are on the property inside a privacy fence that is so overgrown it will require the assistance of the Woodford County Road Department to first clear the weed overgrowth and debris in order for the Sheriff to tow the abandoned vehicles off this property.
3.  A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Bruce Gill to direct the County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to instruct the Road Department employees to assist Sheriff Wright in clearing the weed overgrowth and debris at 145 Old Clifton Road to allow Sheriff Wright to remove and sell the vehicles through the Sheriff’s process and place a lien on the property for the costs incurred for the County Road Department to bring this property into compliance with the Abandoned Vehicle Ordinance (Woodford County General Regulations; ABANDONED VEHICLES, §92.35) and Weeds Ordinance (Woodford County General Regulations; WEEDS §§92.15-92.22).
